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Does Moving Up Make Sense?

4. Can you add on or remodel? If you have a large yard, there might be 

room to expand your home. If not, your options may be limited. Also, do 
you want to undertake the headaches of remodeling? 

 
5. How is the home market? If it’s good, you may get top dollar for your 

home. 
 

6. How are interest rates? A low rate not only helps you buy more home, but 
also makes it easier to find a buyer.
